5. 44-28JUNO7 - Chip and Seal Application (first reading)

Heather Turner, Purchasing, was present on behalf of this item

Ms. Turner stated the bid for the Chip and Seal Application Project closed on June 28, 2007.
Two bids were received. Purchasing and the Public Works Department recommend award to

Missouri Petroleum Products Company, LLC for submitting the low bid.

Total cost of contract is $730,828.56 with a 10% contingency of $73,082.86 for a total Purchase
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Order amount of $803,911.42. This contract will be paid out of department 2040 — Public Works
Maintenance Operations, account number 71100 — Outside Services. The original budget was
$740,652.00.

Presiding Commissioner Pearson stated this is a first reading and requested the Deputy County
Clerk to schedule this item for a second reading at the next available meeting with an appropriate
order for approval.

Firing Range
