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2. Build a Kit

have a kit wherever you go. 

Although not everyone can 
afford all items ideal for 
an emergency kit, it’s 
important to have the basics 
gathered and ready for when 
the unexpected strikes. 
   

3. Be Informed 

It is important that you 
have several, different 
way to receive 
emergency and weather 
alerts.  OEM & Joint 
Communications use 
Smart911 to 
communicate in 
emergency.  The NWS 
alerts are also 
available through this 
application.

Make sure to include information for each household member’s specific 
needs, including your pets.  Furthermore, it’s important to practice your plan with 
your household so that in the event of emergency everyone knows how to respond.
